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UKRAINE IN GLOBAL COMPETITIVENESS RATING

The World Economic Forum (WEF) annually publishes the Global Competitiveness Report since 1979. In
2004, WEF's experts have developed and proposed an indicator — the Global Competitiveness Index (GCI).
Starting from 2006, GCI had been considered as a key indicator for the comparative assessment of the com-
petitiveness of different countries. GCI is measured in points from 1 (the worst result) to 7 (the best result).

The Global Competitiveness Index is composed of 114 indicators. These indicators are sorted into 12 groups
of competitiveness factors, which include three sub-indices: 1) basic requirements; 2) factors of efficiency;
3) factors of innovation.

Weight coefficients are given to each sub-index in accordance with the state of the country’s national eco-
nomic development: production factor-oriented; performance-oriented; innovation-oriented. In addition, transi-
tional groups are distinguished: from the first to the second stage and from second to the third stage.

The delineation of countries in the stages of their economic development is based on the main criterion — its
level of GDP per capita. Ukraine moves from the first to the second stage, and its GDP per capita is $2,194.

According to the Global Competitiveness Report of 2017-2018, Ukraine has a critical backlog in the follow-
ing areas: quality of institutions (118th place), macroeconomic environment (121st), and the market of goods
and services efficiency (101st), development of its financial market (120th). The impact of the combination of
given factors supports the inefficient allocation of Ukraine’s vast resources and slows the country’s productivity
growth. Moreover, as Ukraine moves to a higher stage of economic development, the negative impact of the
companies’ competitiveness will become more and more significant (90th place).

Ukraine holds relatively high positions in higher education and professional training (35th); domestic market
size (47th); health and primary education (53rd).

The final result demonstrates Ukraine’s low competitiveness, its institutions’ underdevelopment, low effi-
ciency of its commodity and financial markets, low level of companies’ competitiveness with a relatively high
development of education, as well as science and technological infrastructure.

Ukraine has its own strengths, such as the size of its market and the level of higher and primary education;
other factors need to be equalized with those strengths. For example, a high level of higher education (35th
place) can be used as a resource to build conditions for commodity market (101st place) and financial market
(120th place), considering the fact that the development of IT technologies in Ukraine is directly associated
with modern markets.
