ACCESSIBILITY OF INFORMATION:
HAS IT DECREASED THE MANIPULATION OF PUBLIC OPINION

As known, war in the age of information society is a fierce struggle for the
information space, souls and thoughts of people. Understanding the state of society,
that associated with significant uncertainty in the development and cessation of
hostilities, is important and deserves constant attention to the trends of changes. In view
of this uncertainty, the condition of a person who interacts with information
technologies acquires special importance, and the consequences of information policy
need to be studied in various aspects.

Information became generally available due to a technological breakthrough and
the rapid development of information and communication technologies, which made it
possible to cover the world with a widely accessible Internet network, to create a global
information space. However, it should be noted that not all countries, and not even all
regions in one country, are equally covered by this network, so the availability of
information is not the same.

Secondly, taking into account different layers of society, which have different
psychological maturity, mentality and value orientations, the perception of information
is not the same for all people. Considering this, society can be divided into different
categories of information consumers.

Having considered various aspects, it is possible to evaluate their impact on the
contingent in different worlds, obtaining alternative options for perception and
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reflection of reality. There can be plenty of such aspects. Table 1 shows options for the
formation of different imaginary worlds as a result of evaluating the interaction of the
two aspects and their impact on people of different mentalities.

Category 1: Limited access to information and low level of critical thinking. The
Principle of Authority [1]: «People on TV cannot lie» and the Principle of Social Proof
[1]: «Everyone went and I went too» works. People tend to blindly trust a more
influential and competent person.

Category 2: Access to information is unrestricted, but the level of critical
thinking remains low: «They are lying about everything». Here works the Principle of
Consistency [1] — people born and raised in the Soviet Union, who absorbed moral
values imposed for decades, are unable to change their minds even under the influence
of authoritative sources. Facts are no longer so important; beliefs are more significant.
Living abroad, people still support the totalitarian regime by voting for the «president
of the world», contrary to reality and common sense.

Category 3: Sufficient information, possession of modern information
technologies used in a negative way: «I will show you, where they were preparing the
attack from». People with education and knowledge are used to wage information
warfare, either voluntarily or through financial influence. They create dipfakes, spread
propaganda and disinformation to receptive segments of the population.

Category 4: A large amount of information is used appropriately with critical
thinking. People share modern technologies, work together for the development of
humanity, create truthful information resources, refute fakes, and resist information
warfare.
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War changes everything, including attitudes toward information technology. Not
only personal security, but also the security of the entire society depends on how they
are used. Despite the availability of many sources of information, the manipulation of
public opinion has not decreased, as information and communication technologies are
a powerful tool for creating and spreading disinformation. Most people are influenced
by manipulations due to their neutrality or lack of critical thinking. Manipulations have
become more sophisticated, taking advantage of people's natural psychological
tendencies.

The development of information technology contributes not only to the spread
of information, but also to manipulative sentiments, which threatens freedom and
democracy, creating significant difficulties in obtaining reliable information, lowering
morale, and leading to a split in society. Therefore, it is extremely important to develop
even in times of war to overcome the challenges of our time.
